FEEDER CALF RULES

1. Open show for heifers and steers born January 1* or after of the current year
. Enter day of the show. Entry fee is $20 per calf and due day of weigh in
. All steer calves must be castrated prior to June Ist. Any steers with testicular
tissue will be ineligible to show
. Cattle must be dehorned to be eligible.
. May exhibit up to four (4) animals
. Feeder calf minimum weight is 300 lbs. and maximum weight of 700 lbs.
. Stalling in Beef Barn allowed only if exhibitor has other beef projects and
barn space is available.
8. Calves will be shown by weight - no breed classes - no more than 10
calves per class.
9. The top five (5) overall will be paid as follows: 1% - $150, 2 - $100, 3" - $75, 4" - $50
5% - $25 or 70% of entry fee (whichever is greater).
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
